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VLADIMIR N.BENESHEVICH ON THE CHURCH AND REVOLUTION"

The article is based on the studies of the archive of Vladimir N. Beneshevich, Byzantinist, Paleographist,
and canon law historian who was repressed in 1938. His archive contains documents, which provides
us a possibility to get an insider’s view on many important events of the first years after the Revolution
(1917-1922): the autocephaly of the Church of Georgia, reforms of the Russian Church, and the
shaping of the ‘renewal’ movement inside it (‘Obnovleni¢’), and the attitude of Christian intelligentsia
to state ecclesiastical politics. Beneshevich took an active part in the religious life of the country
during the first post-revolutionary years. In 1917, he was send on an official journey to Tiflis by the
Provisional Government as a Provisional Representative on matters related to the Church of Georgia;
he participated in some meetings of the Holy Synod of the Russian Orthodox Church. Copies of
messages from ecclesiastic persons are of special interest, as well as anonymous writings on the topic of
the Church reforms, and Christian attitude toward the laic and ecclesiastic powers. These documents
are the focus of attention for the first time. The article is an attempt to reconstruct Beneshevich’s
perception of the ecclesiastic life of the epoch. In the appendix to the article documents from the funds
of the Saint Petersburg Branch of the RAS Archive (archive of Vladimir N. Beneshevich) are provided.
With the help of these documents, we can try to recreate the religious life of the years between 1917 and
1920.

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Beneshevich Vladimir Nikolaevich (1874-1938) — Byzantinist, archacographer, spe-
cialist in paleography, historian of ecclesiastic law. Correspondent Member of the Acad-
emy of Sciences in the Department of historian disciplines and philology (history) since
1924. Member of Academy of Sciences of Strasbourg (1914), Bavarian Academy of Sci-
ences (1927), Academy of Sciences of Berlin (1929). Honorauble Doctor of Law of the
University of Athens (1912), Honourable Member of the Society of Byzantine Studies of
Athens (1927). He was intensely involved not only in the research, but also in the ad-
ministrative work; he was a member of various commissions of the Academy of Sciences
(Commission for the history of knowledge, Russian-Byzantine Commission “Constanine
Purpurogenite” (1918-1930) [1], and others). After 1922, he was arrested several times:
in 1922, as a participant of the Petrograd Affair on the protests against the confiscation of
church possessions (they were confiscated under the pretext of purchasing food); in 1928,
he was accused as a spy for the sake of Vatican and an organizer of a certain Union be-
tween the Russian Orthodox Church and the Roman Catholic Church — he was sent into
exile to Solovki; in 1930, he was arrested as a participant of the so called “Academic Af-
fair” framed-up against Academician S. E Platonov [2] — he was sent into exile to Ukhta.
On the petition of historian of religion and revolutionary activist V. D. Bonch-Bruevich,
he had been returned to Leningrad, where he worked in the Public Library (he was in-
vited there by Nikolay Marr) and taught in the Leningrad University till 1937. Last time
Beneshevich was arrested on November 27, 1937; he was shot on January 27, 1938. He
was excluded from members of the Academy of Sciences with a resolution of the General
Assembly of the Academy of Sciences on April 29, 1938. The wife of Beneshevich was
numerously arrested, but she was the only survived in the family. Their twin sons and
the younger brother of Beneshevich Dmitry, who always supported him, were shot in
1937. After Stalin’s death, Amatha-Liudmila Beneshevich pressed for rehabilitation of all
members of the family. Beneshevich was rehabilitated in summer 1958; and in December
1958, he was restored in the Academy of Sciences posthumously. Thanks to the efforts of
the wife of Beneshevich, the documents were collected — they are kept in the St. Peters-
burg archive of the Russian Academy of Sciences now. There are not only manuscripts
by Beneshevich, but also numerous materials on his activity after the Revolution 1917,
and anonymous manuscripts on the ecclesiastic life of Petrograd in 1920-s. The very fact
of preservation of these documents is stupendous, because the most part of these docu-
ments are original documents of the Provisional government, correspondence of Petro-
grad priests in 1920-1922, and anonymous texts with criticism of authorities.

V.N.Beneshevich graduated from the Law Faculty of the St. Petersburg University in
1897; this fact is enough to explain his further ideas and positions. The law was above all
for him — above political interests, above his own ideology. It is strange, but such adher-
ence to the law played a deplorable role in biographies of Russian researchers both before
and after the Revolution 1917. Belief in the primacy of law and strong adherence to the
principles of freedom of conscience have never met appreciation of the authorities. But is
in the Russian Empire of the early-twentieth century a researcher could loose his job posi-
tion, a quarter of the century later he could loose his life. His freethinking was e reason of
his discharge in 1905 (he taught the ecclesiastic law in the Imperial Alexander lyceum), in
1909 (St. Petersburg Spiritual Academy), in 1911 (Military Law Academy). The only place,
from which Beneshevich was not discharged, was the St. Petersburg University, where he
taught the canon law. The piety of Beneshevich was not formal, he tried to understand the
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structure and the essence of the Christian Church. As he noted in his autobiography, his
interest for the Church structure, and therefore for the canon law of the East Christian
Church was shaped under the influence of the works by Lev Tolstoy, and because of his
involvement into the ecclesiastic life (in gymnasium he was a churchwarden of the school
church) (see [3]), as well as the fact that his mother was a daughter of a Belorussian clergy-
man (deacon Augustine Vitorsky). His studies of Slavic, Georgian, and Greek manuscripts
in collections of Europe, Middle East, and Northern Africa were resulted in thesis and
books on canon collections of the sixth — eights centuries.

The February Revolution 1917 gave Beneshevich some hope on transformations in
the ecclesiastic life. Almost at once, the Provisional government declared the changes in
the relations between the state and the Church. On March 20, 1917, they issued a declara-
tion ‘On the abolition of confessional and national limitations’; and in summer 1917, they
promulgated the first law on freedom of conscience in the history of Russia. Those regula-
tions were directly related to the life of Beneshevich. He was married to a daughter of the
famous researcher in the field of classic studies Faddej Francevic Zielinski (Tadeusz Stefan
Zielinski) [4] — Amatha, who was Catholic; her confession gave rise to his discharge from
the Spiritual Academy in 1909.

In the period of transformation of the legal relations between the state and the
Church, the assistance of a specialist in canon law was in high demand. Beneshevich took
an active part in reforming the structure of the Russian Orthodox Church. As he wrote in
his autobiography, “in 1917-1918, I was a member of the Moscow Church Council and
an assistant of its Secretary; at that, I was responsible for logging and issuing newsletters
of the Council meetings; there were several volumes edited by me”. But that part of the
scholar’s life was not reflected in the documents of his archive. In return, a lot of docu-
ments describe his activity as a representative of the Provisional government on the mat-
ter of providing autocephaly for the Georgian Church. The point is that, when Georgia
entered the Russian Empire in 1801, according the Orthodox canon law, its Church lost
the independence [5]. Before the Revolution 1917, Georgians numerously asked to return
their Church its autocephaly. And just after the Revolution, clergymen and laic people
gathered in Mtskheta and declared the autocephaly of the Georgian Church [6, p. 99-120].
At the moment, Georgia was a part of Russian, and clergymen received salaries from the
state. But the Provisional government took a number of regulations on freedom of con-
science, and declared a creation of a laic state without a formal state confession. That new
state faced a problem of the Georgian Church. Many liberals believed that the decisions of
Georgians should be supported without reserve. But Beneshevich, sent to Tiflis (Tbilisi),
relied on the canon law and on the solution found for the Armenian Churches in Rus-
sian (the Armenian Gregorian Church, which included the most part of Armenians of
the Russian Empire, and the Armenian Catholic Church, which included the most part
of Armenians in Georgia) [7]. The Armenian Church had been never subordinate to the
Russian Church. On the base of the fact, Beneshevich offered temporary rules for the
new Church, strongly objecting against the immediate acceptance of the Georgian au-
tocephaly. It brought him anger of many liberals and shocked Georgians who had no
doubts in his approval of their autocephaly. Archival documents show almost a detective
story happened in Tiflis (Tbilisi). Declaring the autocephaly, Georgians took certain doc-
uments from the Synodal Office at once; they could compromise bishops and officials of
the restored Georgian Church. The most complicated relations were between Beneshevich
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and an old advocate of the Georigian autocephaly, Priest Christopher (Tsitskishvili) [8],
who — judging the correspondence — behaved himself in a quite provocative way. A de-
cade later, it was Christopher (Tsitskishvili), who became Catholicos of Georgia after the
arrest of his predecessor and bishops close to him, called for believers to accept the Soviet
power without reserve, and broke relations with Georgian emigrants.

Documents of 1917-1918 on the reform of the parish life in the archive of Beneshev-
ich are of special interest. Ideas of a new parish rule with a more significant role of laic
people were close to his understanding of the Church structure, so, he took part in its
working out. That parish rule was to make parish similar to Early Christian community,
a group of believers.

Documents of 1920-1922 could be classified into two part: those on the reform of
the Russian Orthodox Church, the activity of Metropolitan Alexander (Vvedensky), one
of the leaders of the Living Church movement (also known as the Renovationist Church)
[9]; and anonymous texts (stories and letters) on the ecclesiastic life in Petrograd in 1920-
1922. In the same archive, there are letters by Archpriest Alexander (Boyarsky) to Metro-
politan Alexander (Vvedensky) on the further ways of development of the Russian Church
in its relation to the state. They are copies of the letters, perhaps, they were in use among
believers; but they might be kept in the archive of Beneshevich only, because they left
unknown to researchers. There is also a noteworthy letter — supposedly, by Archpriest Al-
exander (Boyarsky). It was addressed to Metropolitan Benjamin of Petrograd and Gdov;
it contains interesting ideas on the relations between the state and the Church in Russia of
1920-s. All the above-mentioned texts are preserved in typewritten copies. But there are
also handwritten documents in the archive. One of the most interesting among them is
a short essay written after a church service in November 1922. It is called ‘At theBishop’s
Service (Thoughts and Feelings of a Layman)’ It describes considerations of a laic man
who comes to a church service hold by the young Metropolitan Nickolas, Bishop of Peter-
hof, whom the author remembered as a gymnasium student. The essay must be written by
Beneshevich himself, and the final abstract of the text reflects his thoughts of 1922 on the
ecclesiastic life in Russia, and his hope at the further religious restoration, and his belief in
the refinement of the Church from formal piety. “I considered that in our louse-infected,
hungry, and naked Russia, where churches are been closing, where they try to liquidate
religion, there is something which is not anywhere in Europe: the true, real piety, which is
ready for any sacrifices up to jail and death, and German thinkers Spengler, and Keiserling
are right, when they take Russians mainly for religious people, but one of them, Keiserling,
even exclaimed: ‘Yes, Russia is the only country pleasing to God now’

With such thoughts and feelings, once again I almost ignored an ugly, cynical talk of
two leather jackets walking before me... Who knows, a year or wo will pass, and may be
these leather jackets, now blaspheming and using foul language, will come to the God’s
church and will pray hot and in tears, because the Russian character is incomprehensible,
and even more the ways of the God are inscrutable — the ways where He is leading us...

And in this light and clear night, after all endured, I would like to believe, as great
Dostoevsky believed, that the time will come, and the Russian people will say a great,
beautiful and true-Orthodox word to all world, a word of love and brotherhood, not
words of hatred and evil which some others say from its name now”.
